BLESSING  OF THE THROATS 
This ritual will take place on Wednesday, 
February 3rd following the 8:00 AM Mass.  St. 
Blaise was a bishop of Sebaste, Armenia, in 
modern Turkey, who was martyred for 
witnessing to the faith.  The special blessing of 
the throats associated with him is due to a 
miracle attributed to him that while in prison, 
he miraculously saved a boy chocking on a fish 
bone.  Early in the sixth century, evidence 
exists in the Eastern Church that Blaise was 
prayed to for ailments of the throat.  In the 
ninth century, veneration of St. Blaise came to 
the Western church and the blessing of the 
throats with candles began in the 1500s, the 
height of devotion to him.  St. Blaise is a 
constant reminder to us of GodÕs care and 
concern for us in our weakness, sickness and 
limited human existence.  GodÕs healing touch 
is with us always.  St. BlaiseÕs celebration if 
one of the ways in which we highlight and 
thank God for that care and concern.
